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Development of Textile Products from Na Pho Silk, Buriram Province, Based

on Industrial Cultural Concepts
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Abstract

This research aimed to study the identity and indigenous knowledge of Mudmee or lkat silk
weaving in Na Pho District, Buriram Province, and to develop silk textile products based on industrial
cultural concepts. The study focused on innovating weaving patterns, coloration, textile production
processes, and product transformation to suit contemporary usage and market demands. The research
methodology involved documentary study, field investigation, and qualitative data collection on silk
preparation, dyeing, tie-dye (Mudmee) techniques, and weaving processes, as well as the design and
development of textile products, including fashion garments, handbags, home textiles, and packaging.
The results revealed that Na Pho Mudmee silk possesses distinctive patterns derived from local ways of

life, natural elements, and cultural beliefs, particularly the red-bordered Mudmee silk, which represents
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a unique local identity. The development of patterns and colors through the integration of traditional
weaving techniques with appropriate materials and production methods effectively enhanced both the
aesthetic and economic value of the silk textiles. Furthermore, transforming Mudmee silk into
contemporary textile products expanded its functional applications and market potential. Overall, this
research demonstrates that applying industrial cultural concepts to community-based silk textiles
contributes to value creation, strengthens local textile identity, and supports the sustainable preservation

and development of traditional textile knowledge.
